GODISLOVE.. AND HE ISHOLY!

The Bible says many times that God is love.
He loves us personally and deeply. (1 John 4:8)

But God is also holy, or perfect, in every area. (1 Peter 1:16)

That means He is:

e Pure “Your eyes are too pure to look on evil.” Habakkuk 1:13

¢ Righteous The Ten Commandments are His
perfect standard of right and wrong. (Psalm 11:7)

e Just, Fair He won't leave any of the
guilty unpunished. (Romans 2:5-11)

PEOPLE ARE NOT LIKE GOD - WE SIN!

The basis of sin is an attitude of being independent and
rebellious toward God and what He says. This results in
breaking or ignoring the laws of God.

For example, ask yourself:

“Have I ever...Been immoral in action or thought?
...Lied or been dishonest?
...Desired another person's property?
...Taken something that wasn't mine?
...Dishonored my parents?”

The conclusion: “For all have sinned and fall short of the
glory (standard) of God.” Romans 3:23

What is the result of breaking God’s laws?







DEATH: SEPARATION FROM GOD
BOTH NOW AND ETERNALLY

“For the wages of sin is death...” Romans 6:23

Sin separates us from God now, resulting in spiritual death.
This accounts for the emptiness man experiences in his life.

If sin separates us from God during life, it will continue to
separate us forever after we die. The final punishment for sin
is called eternal death - or hell.

“They will be punished with everlasting destruction and shut out
from the presence of the Lord and from the majesty of His power.”
2 Thessalonians 1:9
